1.  American Pharmacists Month Billboard Project – Our planning began early in September and we decided we needed to pair with a partner to assist with us with the large monetary demands of our proposed project. In cooperation with the APhA-ASP chapter at the University of Nebraska Medical Center, we designed and funded the placement of four billboards in the Omaha metro. Our mission was to further the “Know Your MEDICINE, Know Your PHARMACIST” campaign. LAMAR, the local billboard company, estimated that each billboard would reach over 300,000 people. Thanks to Omaha’s Student Pharmacists over 1.2 million people were urged to get to know their pharmacist.

2.  Legislative Days – The State of Nebraska legislators were in session over the Spring months. In cooperation with the Nebraska Pharmacists Association and the University of Nebraska Medical Center, our chapter held a special health fair at the State Capitol. The state legislators and their staff were welcome to attend where they could become educated in bone density, diabetes, lipid management, hypertension and immunizations. In addition, blood pressures, glucose and lipid levels and bone densities were measured. All of the activities were intended to improve the health of our states law makers as well as showcase the pharmacist’s role in health care.

This year we had two members campaign for regional office. Our chapter devoted much time and energy into promoting the importance and benefits of attending regional and national meetings.
